Statement concerning the split from DEA
(Internationalist Workers’ Left)

(the present public Statement, which is signed by 68 comrades, focusses
on the reasons of our split from DEA and does not intend to analyse fully
and in depth the present conjuncture and the duties it poses.)

In the beginning of April the majority of DEA’s Central
Committee (CC) decided to expel from the organisation the
three members of the CC that had been elected by the internal
opposition in the National Meeting of the organisation just
one month before. The official reason of splitting DEA was the
distribution of a document of disagreement to the membership!
It was the first time in the last 14 years that a concerted
disagreement appeared in DEA, amassing, in hostile internal



conditions, the support of 37% of the National Meeting
representatives. It was also the first time that the CC
proceeded to expel members from the organisation. The minority
criticism focussed: a) on issues of political alliances and
united front tactics, b) on the need to upgrade DEA's
autonomous intervention in the movement and correspondingly
its front-toolkit, c) on issues of internal democracy.

Within just a month of the National Meeting, the deposits of
endurance and “tolerance” of the majority of DEA’s leadership
with respect to internal political discussion and debate were
depleted. And that was despite the decision of the recent
National Meeting to continue the discussion and not dismantle
the organized dissident group. So quickly and so easily did
the leadership choose the split, repeating the worst
traditions of organisations and currents of the Left that are
foreign to the historical current on which we draw.

Judging by the result, it was proven that the leadership’s
tolerance had two rigid limits. Firstly, their views on
democratic centralism, which upon the first real test proved
to be views of bureaucratic centralism. Secondly, the tactic
of tailism towards the “broad party” and the abandonment of
the united front tactic. These are two views that functioned
on top of and in conjunction with each other. The majority of
the CC considered them definitive for DEA’s character, of
strategic importance and irrevocable. We have to believe thenm.

United front or “broad party”?

DEA has almost since its foundation applied — and rightly so —
a policy of alliances with other left forces. It has honestly
contributed to the cause of joint action of the Left in the
struggles against the system. Its alliances always answered to
the “united front tactic”, a characteristic of its own
identity and of that of the current from which it originates.



On this basis, DEA joined front formations with left reformism
(SYRIZA until 2015 and then LAE), struggling for them to
obtain radical/movement/anticapitalist characteristics. It
took a stand against election-centred politics and the
mentality of non-participation (“leave it to the delegates”).
Against “broad” alliances with players and forces coming from
PASOK or tied to the system. Against all versions of
concessions to nationalism and racism, as well as the
mentality of “patriotic” alliances. In conjunction with its
autonomous action within the labour, student and antiracist-
antifascist movements, especially in the period before 2013,
DEA managed to develop and to amass substantial political
weight, which was recognisable by a large portion of the
people in the movement and the Left. In the course of events,
however, these front formations started to increasingly
exhibit characteristics that diverged from the united front
and ended in forming joint parties, in turn influencing the
character of DEA itself. We have experienced the results of
such a distortion of the united front in most intense and
painful ways through the experiences of both SYRIZA
(especially after 2012) and LAE.

The stable, exclusive and long-lived political alliances with
forces of reformism were not a united front tactic. The united
front tactic may be pursued for “an entire period”, but this
does not translate to a participation at any cost in long-
lived formations of exclusive alliances with specific
reformist currents. Even more so, it 1s not a united front
tactic to transform alliance formations into parties, to build
together with reformism parties that function on the principle
of submission to the majority. This violates the basic
principle of the united front “We strike together — we walk
separately”, namely we act together in joint actions against
the system, with each side retaining full independence.

Building a party with reformist majority obliges, sooner or
later, to “comply” with the most powerful component. The



revolutionaries’ disagreements end up Ulimited mostly or
exclusively to the “interior”, undermining their independence,
ostensibly in order not to undermine the unity of the common
party. Such was the situation in SYRIZA (especially after
2012), and so it is to a large degree in LAE today. Thus the
reformist leadership reinforces election-centred politics, as
the experience of SYRIZA has proven.

In addition, it is a lethal trap for revolutionary
organisations to appear to build a common party together with
reformism, because in this way they “assure” the people of the
Left and the social resistance that in order to claim
victories in our struggles we need such a party, a mass
reformist party, a party of the “Tsipras type” (or Bertinotti
or Lula or Iglesias etc) and not a party of the “Lenin type”.
Thus, reformism is falsely given prominence as an appropriate
leadership and strategy for the working class to fight its
struggle against the system. If such interpretations of
reformism — or, worse, of a reformist government — are adopted
or left hanging in the air, and moreover in a crisis period,
then everyone — including revolutionaries — is in danger of
being credited with the inevitable “betrayal”.

All of the above have cost DEA in terms of autonomy,
membership, clarity and reflexes during the last years of
SYRIZA, at the time of the organisation’s turn in favour of
the broad and united SYRIZA party and in favour of the
“government of the Left”.

Under the responsibility of its leadership, DEA never held an
organised discussion to evaluate the SYRIZA experience and
especially its last period. Thus, instead of detecting and
correcting missteps, they are repeating the same mistake in
the field of LAE, this time as a farce. From the way LAE was
constructed in 2015, the period of preparing and conducting
its foundational National Meeting in 2016, to today. LAE,
without being especially “broad”, is politically identified
with the Left Current and acquired early on the



characteristics of a party instead of a front. Inevitably,
pathologies of SYRIZA (essentially of reformism) return, with
respect to the financial plan, the alliances and the so-called
“national matters”. But also in public representation, with
the monopoly of the one in charge and public statements often
much more problematic than even the written resolutions. We
have claimed that repeating the same distortions in LAE
threatens DEA with complete degeneracy, disrepute and
fatalistic surrender to a course that they have almost no
control over.

All of the above do not necessarily mean the abandonment of
political alliances with sections of reformism, in the name of
“revolutionary purity”. They do however mean substantial
distances from the reformist allies, absolutely visible to the
outside world. They mean maintaining organisational and
political independence. They mean shifting the centre of
gravity of the mass politics of revolutionary organisations to
their autonomous relationship with the movement, the working
class and the popular strata, by strengthening forces and mass
tools at their disposal, both in areas of divergence from
reformist politics and on the whole. They mean empowering the
ideological and political reflexes of internationalism,
antiracism, antinationalism. Of the “reform or revolution”
dividing 1line as a strategic contrast with immediate
consequence on the political plan, the demands and the ways of
struggle today. They mean pursuing initiatives to build a
front with every available force on the radical and
anticapitalist left in the field of the movement and of the
confrontation with the system, on a radical-anticapitalist
basis.

As regards LAE today, they mean open and public criticism:

1. of the dominant narrative on the so-called “national”
matters,

2. of the “productive reconstruction” programme,

3. of its alliance policy.



Finally, they mean seeking to change LAE’'s character to a real
front formation with a public appeal that remains on the
grounds of agreement instead of imposition of the majority
component’s “mark”.

This seeking cannot be of indefinite duration and irrelevant
of effectiveness. It concerns a specific time and, judging by
success or failure, entails a continuation and improvement of
the relationship with the allies or alternatively a rupture
and political disengagement from the common political carrier.

What sort of Left do we need?

After the 2008 crisis, capitalism has not recovered the
characteristics of the previous period, the relative stability
and prosperity that affected the majority of western working
classes despite neoliberalism constantly undermining their
vested rights. Capitalism has not found a firm answer to its
structural problems, despite its midterm gradual-relative
stabilisation in the years since 2011. On the contrary, it is
transforming into a capitalism of intensifying dispossession
of the working majority in terms of basic goods and rights.
Strategic dead-ends do remain, making a new relapse of the
crisis probable, retaining powerful elements of a hegemony
crisis, in the form of political fluidity and instability, of
intensifying competitions in the western capitalist block but
also in its relation to rising capitalist forces of the
“East”, of a general turn to political authoritarianism, of
reinforcement of the far right, but also of racist and fascist
parties and political currents. This is a capitalism that is
becoming more and more authoritarian, mimicking the regimes of
the “East” and the “South”. A capitalism that, in order to
overcome its heightened financial contradictions, resorts to
inflaming imperialistic competitions and military conflicts,
investing 1in the corresponding ideological tools
(islamophobia, racism, nationalism, militarism, etc).



In these conditions, we need a Left that, first and foremost,
answers all ideological and political attacks by the system
with clarity, boldness and a class criterion, as a
prerequisite for it to be able to intervene to prevent them in
practice.

1. A Left which persists. Which organises resistance to the
memorandum politics of destitution by the SYRIZA/ANEL
government through attempting the construction of an
effective movement of resistance and overturn of
austerity. Which explains effectively and convincingly
that “austerity” and “memoranda”, in every form, are not
a one-way path with no alternatives; that neither are
the managerial prerogative of large capital in the
economy and the submission of governments to the
dictates of the local and international “market”. A Left
that popularises a programme to satisfy elementary
popular needs (work and salary, accommodation, social
services and goods) through measures of expropriating
the financial and political power of capital
(socialisations, taxation, workers’ control and so on).
A programme that is and will become achievable only
through mass social, anti-government struggles for a
“memorandum on capital”, which will nevertheless be able
to constitute a crystallisation and promoting vision of
those struggles because it will promise an immediate
satisfaction of workers’/popular needs. Such a
programme, transitional towards socialism and not
towards some “stage” of an unachievable “pro-people”
capitalist development, is a prerequisite for the Left
to focus on constructing real social resistance. Which
will make the Left an actually useful political tool,
will restore its status in the eyes of the working
classes with “proof” through struggle and not through
declarations void of content, will create the terms for
its own development and for the organisation of the
counterattack “from the left and from below”.



In conditions of economic recession, new measures and armament
hikes, furthered by the SYRIZA/ANEL government, none of the
aforementioned is compatible with mentalities of national
development and improvement of national competitiveness, using
the drachma or the reinforcement of parts of medium-sized
capital, e.g. by erasing their debts and publicly funding
their investments, as LAE claims. Instead, national
development and cross-class collaboration support the “easy”
methods of parliamentary or media representation from above.

For many years DEA has contributed — substantially for its
size — to building real resistance to neoliberalism, by
building trade unions and union factions, in schools and
universities, in the public but also the private sector. Its
participation 1in SYRIZA 1initially answered to the
reinforcement of that resistance through the participation of
more left forces. However, during the last several years many
such initiatives either declined or were lost. This was partly
due to reasons pertaining to democratic function (low
accountability, avoidanve of unpleasant evaluations of
realised plans on the leadership’s part), partly due to the
focus on the “broad party”. The “mark” of the “broad party”
(either later SYRIZA or today LAE) was often compromising our
outbound intervention.

2. A Left which systematically fights racism and
nationalism. Which thoroughly combats the nationalistic
myths of Greece that ostensibly “is under threat,
defends itself and necessarily arms itself” against
“age-old outside enemies”, ostensibly for the “national
rights” and not for the interests of the ruling class.
That uncovers the aggression of greek sub-imperialism
against competitors — such as turkish sub-imperialism or
much weaker states such as the Republic of Macedonia -
its participation in escalating the tension and its
complicity in the tyrannical regimes and the wars that
plague the Middle East. That uncovers and explains that



the participation of greek capitalism in imperialist
axes (such as Israel-Greece-Cyprus-Egypt) and in the
more general imperialist designs in the broader area 1is
not done for reasons of “servility” but because greek
capitalism estimates that in this way it will better
serve its interests. Only on the basis of such an
internationalist and class approach, which guides 1its
intervention in workplaces and educational institutions
and in the streets, can the Left effectively confront
the machinations of the greek ruling class and of the
powerful imperialist countries. Only in this way can it
criticise a government that bears the title of “left”,
while proposing and implementing openly racist,
nationalistic and pro-war politics. And not on the basis
of “national interests”. In the name of which it will
accept military spending; It will choose alliances with
this or that powerful imperialist (Russia or NATO); it
will unilaterally denounce turkish sub-imperialism from
the perspective of “national interests” similarly to
what systemic nationalism does; it will not recognise
the neighbouring macedonian people’s right to self-
determination and it will constantly efface the
aggressive tendencies and manifestations of greek
capitalism.

As regards LAE, the big problems of its political view have
gone on public record, with great intensity and clarity quite
recently. As regards DEA, its internal disagreements had
intensified last year already, about the public appearances
and the views that the organisation was credited together with
LAE, based on our general estimates concerning the period
(dead-ends of capitalism, escalation of imperialist
confrontations etc) and concerning greek capitalism.
Constantly retreating, in a vain attempt to seek common ground
with the dominant member party, DEA’s leadership constantly
slipped, since the time of SYRIZA but also in LAE, making
painful compromises and understatements even on matters of



identity, initially in action, later also 1in theory.
Antiracist intervention was the first victim of this
degradation. It was undermined through an effort to fit all
the audiences of antiracist activism in the tight corset of
“central politics” SYRIZA and then in the even tighter corset
of LAE. More recently, the refusal of DEA’'s leadership to take
any outward initiative about the Macedonian issue during the
time it was “hot” — and thereafter any anti-war initiative
that confronts greek nationalism and its armaments within the
framework of greek-turkish competition — in order not to
disturb the unity of the “joint venture”, was characteristic.

3. We need a Left that, based on the aforementioned, will
seek alliances first and foremost in the common
struggles with other left, class forces, bending every
electoral goalsetting to this character of intervention.
And not a Left that sees the election of members of
parliament as an end unto itself in order to maintain
its apparatus and ends up seeking occasional alliances
with upstart or nationalistic formations and players.

The nearer elections are drawing and the longer LAE refrains
from correcting its words and deeds, the more its leadership
will increase the frequency of proposals of electoral or
political partnership to every “anti-memorandum” and
“patriotic” force outside of the Left, even reaching Plefsi
(Zoi Konstantopoulou), Free Greece, perhaps even EPAM.
Regarding these matters, in the last three years DEA’s
leadership has chosen, with temporary wavers due to internal
and external pressures, to avoid open criticism of allies.
They practically tolerated the most paradoxical public
appearances of LAE with nationalists and racists, from
Kazakis’s talk at LAE’s National Meeting to LAE’s presence at
events of nationalist forces recently. Concurrently, at the
same time as voting, as a rule, in favour of all references to
“patriotic” alliances at the resolutions of LAE’s Political
Councils, DEA’s leadership refused to meaningfully pose the



issue of pluralistic public representation and avoided public
appearance of DEA officials in the media in order to protect
LAE’s unity.

The concentration of forces of the fighting Left will most
likely concern different forces on different fronts in each
separate instance. However, it must be done sincerely, without
artificial exclusions. By banishing even those who proposed
such a tactic inside it, even though they fought for many
years in its ranks, DEA — unfortunately — has by now ceased to
be useful for these purposes.

We believe that the above must constitute a common ground for
the majority of those in the struggle. For us, additionally,
they are interconnected with a missing factor: a powerful
revolutionary Left with corresponding anchors in theory and
mass appeal. Such a Left cannot exist without a democratic
structure.

Bureaucratic or democratic centralism?

The above positions and elaborations are not complete or
“self-evident” for the organisations of the Left. It is
necessary to constantly update and verify them through
practice and live experience. Hence it 1is necessary to put
them through the ordeal of dialogue, within the organisations,
but also with the avant-guard of struggles and with society.
This can only be done in a democratic regime within the party
that favours organised political discussion-dispute, without
at the same time retreating from the need of organised joint
action. We support democratic centralism as a method of
construction, function and intervention of revolutionary
organisations. However, its distortions are so ubiquitous and
the political crimes committed in its name so common, that it
is necessary to restore its real content.

Democratic centralism is not “united thought”, nor is it unity



in opinion on tactical issues, but unity in action. It is not
the “proprietary” view of the organisation within whose
framework nothing is legal unless flowing from and a priori
validated by the majority of the CC. Finally, democratic
centralism does not mean democracy for the weeks of the
duration of the pre-national-meeting process and absolute
“managerial prerogative” of the majority of the CC for the
entire rest of the year. Members’ rights are not limited to
talking and voting at the National Meeting, but concern
keeping the leadership in check and co-shaping politics
through open discussion.

In the final analysis, the function of any organisation that
wants to rise above the level of a sect that simply trusts its
leaders, 1is based on political persuasiveness, extroversion
and practical validation. However, persuasion presupposes free
expression of disagreements, comradely debate. This is twice
as necessary 1n organisations that want to go against the
“average consciousness” but have weak membership, since it is
them especially that must inspire and make good use of every
available human resource. When there are no successes of the
leadership that confirm the correctness of the party line, but
instead failures; when the ties with social resistance, mass
workplaces and the working class are not reinforced, but
instead weakened; when the leadership is incapable of
acknowledging its mistakes; then any attempts to impose
discipline "end up in phrase-mongering and clowning” (Lenin).

DEA’s closed model of “steering” is a bad heritage of IST.
According to this model, it is precisely the most serious
mistakes of the leadership that must not be acknowledged,
because they encroach on its “authority”. The leadership 1is
proclaimed as the quintessence of the organisation, as its
allegedly most stable foundation, paradoxically even more so
when its failures weaken the organisation. This “culture” has
recently gone so far as to practically ban even personal
discussion between comrades “outside of procedures”, much less



the distribution of dissenting documents within the
organisation. This 1is a mentality that undermines political
discussion, while it obstructs the politicisation of members
and their control over the leadership. It is not a coincidence
that the turn to the “broad party” was gradually imposed in
the years that DEA had not had a National Meeting (2010-2013),
without theoretical substantiation and with the members
essentially ignorant of the debate inside the CC.

A new beginning

DEA was an organisation of the revolutionary left that
attempted a double differentiation:

From sectarianism: The demand for total political agreements
akin to a party programme in order for there to exist even
elementary joint actions, the view that organisational and
administrative predetermination of the political hegemony of
the “party” 1is a prerequisite for the front, the consequent
view of a front that functions as a “branch” of the party etc.

From opportunism: The devaluation of programme, the
underestimation of the timeliness of the “reform or
revolution” dividing line, the views of building a party
together with reformism, the views of the front as a
substitute of the “party”, which is allegedly dated, the views
of antipolitical and “anti-party” movementism etc.

DEA took the responsibility to vindicate a non-sectarian line
supported by two fundamental pillars: United front and
building a revolutionary organisation and a revolutionary
left. DEA has unfortunately abandoned these pillars and no
longer serves its original purpose. As for us, we comprehend
our own responsibility for this double failure, mainly because
we underestimated the problem and delayed our organised
reaction. Nevertheless, the goal remains.

From now on, we shall continue to fight the same battle



outside of DEA, insisting on the need to build an independent
revolutionary organisation as a prerequisite for effective
intervention in society, with the aim of socialist overthrow.
Equipped with: The experience, bitter but also fertile, of all
these last years. The tradition of revolutionary Marxism and
of the historical current on which we draw, since Marx, the
1st International and the Commune, the October revolution,
Lenin, Trotsky, Luxemburg and Gramsci. The will to participate
with all our forces in political and social/class struggles.

In the field of joint action and alliances, we shall continue
to pursue, 1in workplaces, neighbourhoods and thematic
campaigns, common movement initiatives and common political
initiatives together with the comrades from LAE, wherever we
consider it fertile for the movement and the Left. But also
together with all who have parted with SYRIZA and LAE,
together with the comrades from ANTARSYA and the rest of the
radical-anticapitalist Left.

Faced with the great coming challenges and despite the
difficulties for all the social and political Left, we realise
that there will be no shortage of opportunities, through
battles and procedures, to forge the “metal” that will
withstand the high temperatures of class struggle in the
coming years and will prepare a new counterattack against the
system. A hundred years since the October revolution and fifty
since “global May”, we are among those who “remember of the
revolution”.
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
